Cracker – club root resistant oilseed rape

Cracker is a club root resistant hybrid that is on the
HGCA RL for the East & West (44.7% oil content) and
a candidate variety for the North (44.1% oil content)
where it has a gross output of 101%.

Good disease resistance: Cracker has a top-scoring
Light Leaf Spot rating of 9 and a stem canker
resistance of 4. It also has good resistance to lodging
(8) and is early to flower (7) whilst maturing during
the normal OSR window (5).

Palace – winter hybrid

Palace is a relatively new winter hybrid that has
recently been recommended by the HGCA for the
East & West region where it is the only variety with a
Light Leaf Spot rating of 7. Palace is also on the
HGCA’s candidate list for the North where it has a
gross output of 104% and an oil content of 44.6%
(45.6% in East & West).

Palace shows good stem stiffness (8) and is very
early flowering (8) despite an earliness of maturity
rating of 5.

Mendel has a proven track record in club root
resistance that gives growers with infected ground the
ability to achieve reliable yields. Mendel offers proven
performance on farms across the UK and in trials with
consistent results delivered year after year.

Good agronomics: Mendel is stiff strawed (9) and
exhibits good resistance to lodging (8). It is also early to
harvest with a phoma resistance and Light Leaf Spot
rating of 5.

Emerson is a hybrid variety that boasts the best
available Light Leaf Spot resistance rating (9) and is

Emerson has a good all-round package of agronomic
features, with a good resistance to lodging and stiff
stems, making it an easy variety to grow and harvest
